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Summary

The Cook Islands National Environment Service (NES) hosted a community workshop on 15t —
2" November 2023, from 6pm-8pm each evening at the Avana Cook Islands Christian Church
Sunday School hall. This workshop sought to bring together landowners and the Coordinating
Committee of the Takitumu Conservation Area (TCA), to improve understanding of Other
Effective Area-based Conservation Measures (OECMSs) and its application to the TCA.

At the conclusion of the workshop, the TCA community advised NES on amendments that
needed to be made to the information in the OECM assessment tool, and they also agreed on
final text and conditions for the letter of consent. NES revised these amendments and
incorporated them into the OECM assessment.

Following on from this community workshop, was the formation of a Working Group to confirm
the revised information in the assessment, before reporting back to the wider TCA community
and obtaining final consent. The Working Group consisted of traditional landowners of the TCA
and the NES, who acted as the Secretariat.

Three WG meetings were called between January — March 2024 to discuss and finalise the
TCA’s OECM assessment.

In addition, another two WG meetings were called to discuss and finalise the designs of the new
TCA storyboards that would be installed at Arakuo (main entrance of the TCA) and Avana.

Working Group meetings were typically held between 5pm-7pm in the evening at the National
Environment Service conference room. Light refreshments were provided at the conclusion of
each meeting.

The Working Group was known as the TCA OECM Working Group (TCA OECM-WG).

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Background

The National Environment Service (NES) met with the Takitumu Conservation Area (TCA)
community on the evenings of 1t — 2" November 2023, to introduce OECMs and present the
draft OECM assessment form for the TCA. Several break out group sessions were conducted
over the two evenings to review and amend the information that NES populated into the OECM
assessment tool for the TCA. A key outcome of this community meeting, was the need for a
Working Group (to be formed consisting of the traditional landowners and supported by NES as
the Secretariat. The Working Group would review and discuss the draft OECM assessment of
the TCA, and present the final document back to the wider TCA community for endoresement
and final consent.

NES contacted some of the TCA landowners who attended the community workshop, to gauge
who should be involved in the Working Group. Landowners from the three traditional
landowning tribes/Ngati (Ngati Kainuku, Ngati Karika, and Ngati Manavaroa) were contacted
and requested to attend the first TCA OECM Working Group (TCA OECM-WG) meeting on
Thursday 25" January 2024 at the NES conference room.

Note: NES acted as the Secretariat, ensuring that the latest changes to the OECM document
were circulated to the TCA OECM Working Group ahead of each session.

Session 1: Thursday 25" January 2024

Aim: Begin going through the revised OECM assessment for the TCA, based on the changes
that were requested to be amended on the assessment, at the community workshop held in
November 2023.

Discussion & Outcomes: the TCA OECM-WG went through most of the OECM criteria, however
some of the details within each criteria were skipped as they didn’t require heavy discussion. It
was decided to focus on the areas that required more discussion and come back to the ‘less
heavy’ ones later. There were also some uncertainties over the land names and sizes, and who
to include as the names for the governing authority of the TCA e.g. is this the TCA Coordinating
Committee, the names of those in the Working Group, or the traditional leaders of each Ngati?
These questions were noted and put aside to discuss and confirm at a later session.

Next steps: NES Biodiversity Coordinator, Ms. Jessie Nicholson, was requested to collate the
amendments and recirculate the assessment to the team via email. The next working group
session was decided to be held on Thursday 1 February 2024.
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Session 2: Thursday 1%t February 2024

Aim: Continue going through the amended OECM assessment for the TCA.

Discussion & Outcomes:

e Finalized the text of the consent letter for the Free Prior Informed Consent and
confirmed that the ones to give consent are the heads of each tribe on behalf of the
entire three tribes. These people would be Kainuku Ariki, Karika Ariki and Manavaroa
Mataiapo.

e The Working Group then moved to the new maps of the TCA that Paul Maoate (TCA
OECM-WG member) had created using GIS.

¢ Following this, the TCA OECM-WG went through the assessment tool from start to
finish, confirming each criteria and section as they progressed through the tool. Changes
were made by Ms. Nicholson where told to do so by the landowners. There was heavy
focus on criteria 8 as the working group had not gone through that one at the last
working group meeting.

¢ Final decision was to tidy up the document based on the changes from this working
group session, and send the document to UNEP, IUCN and SPREP for any feedback or
input, to have an extra pair of eyes to tell the group if they were on the right track.

o NES requested the working group to ask around within their families and have a look at
their storage boxes, to see if anyone could find documentation of the declaration by the
heads of the 3 tribes that the land was being set aside as Takitumu Conservation Area.
In particular, NES hoped the document would capture when the TCA was established
and its purpose of conservation (to save the endemic Kakerori bird (Rarotonga Monarch,
Pomarea dimidiata)). This would be a key document to attach as a supporting document
for the OECM assessment, and would be great to recirculate copies with the landowners
for their own records.

Next steps: NES to send the assessment tool to UNEP, IUCN and SPREP. Finalize the maps
with Paul Maoate.

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Session 3: Thursday 29" February 2024

Aim: Review the comments that UNEP made on the OECM assessment form, and confirm the
final document. NES to also highlight next steps.

Discussion & Qutcomes:

Addressed comments on the TCA OECM assessment made by UNEP-WCMC staff
member, Mr. Benjamin Lucas, and IUCN WCPA staff member Mr. Harry Jonas. The WG
was happy with the final document and confirmed the text in the assessment as final;
Discussed the map that Paul Maoate was producing. Paul also showed the working
group photos from the Avana side of the TCA that had been burnt in 2011. A fire had
gotten out of control. It is key to raise more awareness that the TCA reaches over to
Avana, particularly where the road goes inland to the Avana water intake.

The WG discussed revamping the TCA sign and getting a new storyboard produced to
raise awareness on the TCA, noting of course that this was subject to funding
availability. The signs should be placed on each of the three sections of land that the
TCA sits on.

At the previous meeting, WG member Ana Tiraa offered that she could meet with
Uritaua Mataiapo Teariki Rongo, who worked for the National Environment Service at
the time when the TCA was declared. Ana raised what she discussed with Teariki Rongo
- that he resigned from the NES in 1995, which is when consultations took place. There
were focused group meetings with traditional title-holders. The chiefs of each tribe were
very supportive of establishing the TCA

There was a discussion regarding getting the consent form signed prior to the Report
Back to the Community meeting, particularly for Kainuku Ariki who would not be able to
attend the community meeting for consent. It was agreed that this was an acceptable
approach for NES to take the lead in, and that a representative of Kainuku Ariki should
stand in during the signing of the consent form on the day (12 March 2024).

The final point of discussion was the details of the wider community meeting, known as
the Report Back to the Community meeting confirmed for two week’s time on Tuesday
12 March 2024.

It was also confirmed that the Working Group members would present back to the wider
community.

Next steps: NES to finalise the OECM assessment form (confirm resource/report listing and
ensure to proofread/spellcheck). NES to prepare for the Report Back to the Community
meeting, and send out the presentation slides to the Working Group to confirm who will present
which slides.

The following TCA OECM Working Group sessions were called to discuss the new TCA signs
and storyboards that NES was working on creating, to coincide with the launch of the TCA as an
OECM on International Biodiversity Day on 22 May 2024.
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Session 4: Tuesday 16™ April 2024

Aim: Discuss story board draft designs, and updates on other matters

Discussion & Outcomes:

Before discussing the storyboard draft designs, NES updated on other matters since the Report
Back to the Community meeting held on 12 March 2024:

¢ NES updated on the TCA’s OECM submission — all documents for submission have
been sent to SPREP to submit to UNEP-WCMC, except for the GIS Shapefiles. Paul
Maoate advised that he has requested Ms. Gander Wainogolo, Senior CAD and GIS
Environment Engineer at Infrastructure Cook Islands, to assist with obtaining the GIS
Shapefiles and will send these through to the NES for OECM submission. Paul advised
that ground-truthing of the points will be required in the future.

o NES hopes to hear back from UNEP by 1st May on the status of the TCA OECM
submission

o NES reconfirmed support from the Working Group to develop an article on the TCA
community meeting held in March

e There is an upcoming workshop in June 17-21 on invasive species, targeting invasive
weed species. Representatives of the TCA requested to attend the meeting and propose
TCA as a potential site for the purpose of the workshop. NES would circulate invitations
as the meeting date drew closer.

e NES advised they presented on the TCA OECM process at the NBSAP Pacific dialogue
workshop in Nadi, Fiji. An outcome of this, was a request for the Cook Islands to give a
presentation at a workshop in Sydney on 1%t — 4" May 2024 on Protected and Conserved
Areas. NES requested the IUCN who would host the meeting, for two spots for the Cook
Islands — one for ClI Government and one for a Community rep of the TCA. There was a
short discussion on who should attend the workshop from the TCA OECM-WG. It was
agreed that Tuaivi Edward Karika would attend the workshop with Jessie. NES
highlighted that this workshop is also a time where Edward can network with the
participants and regional partners, to request funding support and assistance for the
TCA.

o NES advised they plan to launch the TCA as an OECM on Wednesday 22nd May 2024,
which is International Day for Biological Diversity. NES will work with the Working Group
to ensure the official launch ceremony program runs smoothly. Seek to unveil new signs
for the TCA on this day — one sign in Arakuo at main TCA entrance and one in Avana at
the water intake. Hoping to livestream the event.

NES advised the Working Group that funding had been secured through SPREP to create new
storyboard signage for the TCA. NES staff Elizabeth Munro, Jessie Nicholson and Cailean
Henderson had begun a draft design. These designs were then shown to the WG, who provided
input to the designs, suggested text and photos. It was agreed there would be two signs — one
in Arakuo (Titikaveka) and one in Avana. The reason for the sign in Avana was to create
awareness that just over the hill was the TCA, therefore encouraging visitors to Avana water
intake to be mindful that there is a conserved area close by that was set up to save endemic
species.

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Next steps: Below are the action points moving forward, before the meeting proposed for the
next week.
1. NES to send the drafts of the storyboard designs for review
2. WG to review drafts and provide their comments via email by this Friday 19th April
3. WG to add text on the three landowning families
4. Paul to ask his mum Tamaariki Rangatira Sharon Maoate, to recite the traditional chant
(pe’e) of the plants and animals in the environment in Avana. Paul was requested to
record and transcribe the pe’e to include it onto the storyboard
Celine was requested to provide a summarized text on the TCA in Cook Islands Maori
Kamoe Mataiapo lan Karika was requested to send the photo of 2x kakerari sitting
together (the grey colour and orange/brown colour i.e. adult and juvenile)
7. NES to organize a time with To Tatou Vai (TTV) and Paul to meet next week at Avana
water intake to identify a spot where the Avana TCA Storyboard sign may be placed
8. Paul to send final GIS Shapefiles of TCA map to NES, once Gander has completed the
readjustments with streams, ridges etc.
9. lItaata Rangatira Noeline Browne to work on the article about the TCA community
meeting held in March and the working group sessions that led up to that. Everyone to
include their input.

Session 5: Thursday 24" April 2024

Aim: Finalise story board designs, and updates on other matters

Discussion & Qutcomes:

NES incorporated feedback from the last session and feedback sent via email, into the final
draft designs of the TCA storyboards, and sought confirmation of the final designs from the
Working Group. Tamaariki Rangatira Sharon Maoate recited the traditional chant (pe’e) and this
was included onto the storyboard. The Maori text for the sign was also finalized. The Working
Group agreed on the final design — there will be two storyboards printed — one for the Arakuo
entrance of the TCA and one on the Avana water intake side.

Next steps: NES to send the final storyboard design to Hori Signs for printing, and will let the
WG know when the signs are installed, so they may assist with removing the old sign and
installing the new ones.
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Final TCA Storyboard designs

It was agreed that the storyboard in Arakuo would have a left
panel on information about some of the species found at the TCA
— endemic, native and invasive species. The centre panel would
have information in Cook Islands Maori and English about the Pg’}g i ﬁ' LRI
history and purpose of the TCA, including a photo of Rarotonga
showing where the TCA is found, a map of the TCA boundaries,
mention of the TCA being the first OECM site in the Cook Islands
and other general information. A right panel would also be
included on the rules for entry. The storyboard in Avana would
not contain the species panel, and the centre panel would only
slightly change, to show that the location is at Avana and not Arakuo in Titikaveka.

The Takitumu Conservation Area (TCA) is a 155-ha area of forested lowland hills of southern Rarotonga, Cook Islands. It was
protected by three landowning families (Ngati Kainuku, Ngati Karika and Ngati Manavaroa) in 1996. The TCA was mainly

established to protect the small rare bird, kakerari/ Rarotonga flycatcher (Pomarea dimidiata), that was once found only on

Rarotonga and nowhere else in the world. The TCA also protects many other unique plants and animals found there.

In 1989, there were just 29 of the critically endangered kakerdri left in the world, and they were rapidly heading towards
extinction unless predation by the infroduced ship rat (Rattus rattus) could be reduced. An annual programme of rat control, 5 %
using poison in bait stations, has run for over 30 years, and this has led to the kakerdri population in and around the TCA 2 N — you are here
increasing to at least 618 birds as of 2023.

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TCA OECM Working Group Outcomes

Several outcomes were achieved and are listed below.

The WG met over three sessions to discuss the draft text of the OECM assessment.
The WG agreed on the final text of the OECM assessment for the TCA, and supported
submission of the documents to SPREP and UNEP-WCMC

The WG agreed on the final text of the free prior and informed consent letter, to be
signed by the chief of each tribe, that being Kainuku Ariki, Karika Ariki and Manavaroa
Mataiapo.

The WG agreed to present the final OECM assessment to the wider TCA community at
the Report Back to the Community meeting on 12 March 2024. WG members who
presented included Itaata Rangatira Noeline Browne, Paul Maoate and Tuaivi Edward
Karika

The WG was requested by NES to meet again to discuss the new draft storyboard
signage designs that NES staff had produced for the TCA. The WG met twice to finalise
the designs, and approved of the final design to be printed for unveiling on 22 May 2024
(International Biodiversity Day). This would be incorporated into the official launch
ceremony of the TCA being the first internationally recognised OECM site in the Cook
Islands and in the Pacific Islands.

The WG nominated Tuaivi Edward Karika to attend the IUCN Workshop on Protected
and Conserved Areas in Sydney, Australia on 15t — 4" May 2024

Recommendations moving forward

Translation of the OECM assessment tool into Cook Islands Maori is highly
recommended to ensure local communities are able to fully understand the technical
language in the OECM criteria. NES advised that SPREP was able to support a local
consultant to translate the document into Cook Islands Maori.

Forming a Working Group consisting of traditional landowners is highly recommended
when considering potential OECM sites in the Cook Islands. This is one way to help
ensure traditional landowners have input into the OECM process for a site that they are
landowners on. Ideally, these landowners will hold a lot of knowledge about the site to
contribute to the OECM process

It is also recommended that the Working Group present the final assessment and
information back to their family/community — this demonstrates that the work has been a
partnership with the local community and not something driven by government.

It is highly recommended that ground-truthing of the TCA boundaries is conducted to
